This April as we approach Easter, we may need to ponder the meaning of this poem a bit: how it is we live
in a world where the stream “sings in the crease of the hill” knowing nothing of death while we humans
bring death upon ourselves through our wars and pollution and the desire “to belong only to ourselves.”
It's certainly an interesting thought, that if we turned our minds and hearts toward other people and the
life of the world, we would eradicate so much needless suffering and death. It is this turning our minds
and hearts that Jesus invites us to that welcomes us into the Resurrection, a resurrection that promises

us a way to live forever in God’s love.
